“Something strange will happen this summer”, 
Group show of five emerging German artists opens in Oxford.

Notfamousyet, a new art consultancy and gallery in Oxford, launches its first show on June 26th with an exhibition of the work of five young emerging artists from Germany. The show “Something strange will happen this summer” is staged in an empty shop and will display paintings, sculptures and video art. 

The five artists, presented at the group show, are all at the beginning of their careers but nevertheless can already look back to successful exhibitions in Europe, US and Asia. Each has his unique strong position, but although their style and chosen media differ  - painting (Max Frintrop, Martin Galle and David Ostrowski), sculpture and video (Michail Pirgelis and Sven Weigel) - their thoughts are similar, sometimes identical, when it comes to the issue of what art can be or where art should go. 

All but Martin Galle studied at the Düsseldorf Academy of Art and were Meisterschüler* of renowned artist-professors:  

Michail Pirgelis was born in Germany and grew up in Xanthi, Greece. He studied alongside Rosemarie Trockel, an emblematic personality of contemporary art. For his structuring sculptures and installations he uses recycled materials, often incorporating parts of withdrawn passenger aircrafts.
David Ostrowsk from Cologne in Germany studied under Albert Oehlen. His work has been shown prominently throughout Germany. He is presenting his new series of owl paintings in which he discusses the characteristics of those animals and reinterprets them ironically.

Max Frintrop  will present a new range of abstract works full of dynamic and explosive colours.

Berlin artist Sven Weigel who studied with Martin Gostner and Rosemarie Trockel started out as a painter only to neglect this media in favour of photography, video and mixed media.

Martin Galle studied at the Academy of Visual Arts, Leipzig.  He began his artistic pursuits as a graffiti sprayer, tagging urban geography throughout Germany. He surprises with a near photorealistic style.

To use an empty shop - an ex-pram store in St Clements - for the first show is intentional. The gallery aims to match artists with unusual locations: the urban themes of the first five artists are a perfect fit for a discarded unstylish environment. 
The gallery’s next show, planned for July, will be very different. Three female artists interpreting the topic of reality and appearance will be presented in a chapel.

The exhibition “Something strange will happen this summer” will run until 20th of June 2009. The artists will be present at the opening. More information can be found on the website http://www.notfamousyet.co.uk.
